WHAT IS ADOPT-A-CLASS?

The Adopt-A-Class (AAC) program is sponsored by Liberty Science Center’s Corporate Members and provides opportunities for corporations to help further the mission of Liberty Science Center.  They sponsor trips to Liberty Science Center for schools and organizations, who probably could not visit without assistance.  Adopt-A-Class uses a portion of the corporate membership dues to underwrite class trips. (Adopt-A-Class does not cover the cost of transportation, show or lunches.)

WHO CAN APPLY?

Education and/or non-profit groups are eligible to apply for AAC funding. Due to the great demand of applications LSC has received, each funding opportunity is limited to 30 people.  Each teacher is asked to submit one application for their class. Even though we receive multiple applications from one school, each application is treated on an individual basis.  If you are a public school in New Jersey you may already participate in the Partnership Program which includes free admission to our exhibit halls (click on the Partnership Program to see if your school is a part of the 31 Abbott School Districts). If you are not sure see your principal or superintendent for details.
